1a) Declarations of Interest

2) To confirm the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held 14th September 2010.

On the proposal of Cllr Culyer, seconded by Cllr Robbins, the minutes were agreed by all. Chairman to sign.

Meeting opened to the public.
a) Report from police.
b) Report from SCC

SCC Chris Punt advised that SCC are committed to more design work regarding the proposed Beccles Relief Road. SCC are also committed to the Beccles loop. Some funds are already available. 

The Zebra crossing along the Lowestoft Road is scheduled to be installed during the week commencing 25th October 2010. SCC have advised local householders and have replied to 2 queries. One of the enquiries asked about Lowestoft Road becoming an HGV route – Cllr Punt advised that there are no plans for this to take place. 

Blyburgate Beccles will be closed until at least the end of October. 

Cllr Punt had received communication from a resident of Worlingham regarding the possibility of putting a flyover over the southern bypass – this will not happen due to cost.       
Cllr Punt also provided an update regarding the potential closure of the Dell.  

Thanks were extended from the parish council to Cllr Punt, John Coulson and Stuart Holman for their work in painting the bus shelter. 
c) Report from WDC.

Cllr Duce advised that he had received notice of the byway restriction on Cucumber Lane. Copy to go onto website. 

WDC are developing a new standard for council tenants. 

WDC have £50k budget for use in WDC play park areas. 

New councillor event to be held by WDC on 28th October. 

Cllr Ken Sale has advised that he will be standing down at the next election. 

Cllr Duce advised that there had been a spate of burglaries in Barnby and that residents should be vigilant especially with the darker nights. 
d) Items from members of the public. 
Residents advised that the play area at Park Drive should be for under 14’s until 7pm and then available for all ages. A neighbour to the park has been contacting the police if they are aware of any anti social issues at the park. On 9th October there were a large group of children at the park and the community police were called. Residents asked whether the park gates could be locked. The resident advised that she would also copy in the clerk with details of any instances that occur.  

Resident asked whether there had been any movement on the possibility of a community centre/ village hall. The chairman advised that no recent information had been received from SCC regarding the Primary school site 
Meeting closed to public contribution.  
3). Chairman’s Report 
a) Councillor vacancy 
Council were advised that Gwen Rogers has resigned from the parish council. Thanks were extended to Gwen for all of her work whilst on the council. Clerk to obtain formal notification of the vacancy from WDC. 

Discussion will need to take place regarding the vacancy created as Gwen was vice chair of the council. 

There are 2 residents who have expressed an interest in becoming councillors. Both provided a resume of themselves to councillors. 
The Chairman advised that there was 1 vacancy available to be filled already. After full discussion it was agreed by all to wait until both vacancies became available for cooption rather than to appoint one person at this meeting. 

b) Xmas Tree in village 

The Chairman advised that Waveney Norse provide Xmas trees for other local parishes. SCC authorise the position of the tree and find an appropriate power source.  

Discussion took place regarding having a tree in the parish – it was agreed by all to consider this matter further. 

It was suggested that the church could be contacted to perhaps do this as a joint venture.   
c) SALC consultations 

With the present financial climate and the proposed government budget cuts, Salc are receiving much information/ consultations that they are passing onto parish councils. Council agreed that should a response be required from Council to any such paper, a separate meeting would be arranged to consider the appropriate documents.   
d) Zebra Crossing – as above. 
e) Bus shelters – Thanks were again expressed to Chris Punt, John Coulson and Stuart

 Holman for all of their hard work at the bus shelter.  
4) Clerks Report and Correspondence. 
a) Village matters and correspondence. 

Letter received regarding the closure of Lowestoft Road during week of 25th October 2010.

c) Open space and play areas – WDC had carried out a walk round of the village noting items needing action. Timescales for these works have since been provided.  
With regard to the section 106 monies for Werels Loke, the clerk and WDC had attended a meeting with two residents who had raised queries at the initial consultation stage. 

Cllr Hammond Fox will follow up the work that Cllr Rogers has started regarding the possibility of an outside gym in the village.

e) Councillor Surgery – A resident asked whether there is any further possibility of having a doctor’s surgery in Worlingham. 
Plans for the improvements of the Beccles Surgery appear to be on hold. Worlingham Pharmacy would like the parish council to pursue the matter of a having a doctors surgery again. 

Council were advised that the Health Bill is due out in December 2010 – at this stage it may be worth asking the PCT again. However council were advised that they would need to prove that a doctor’s surgery in the parish is needed as an additional service to that in Beccles.  Contact to be made with James Elliott to advise that the parish would still like this facility. Cllr Pike offered to be the liaison. Cllr Hammond Fox will also pursue the matter through the Patients Participation Group. 

Cllr Pike advised council that in 2 years time the local budgets would be held by the G.P’s instead of the PCT. 

A resident had also complained about people clogging up the area around Fairmile Close when dropping off/ picking up children from school. PCSO Le Surf to be asked to carry out patrols in the area at the appropriate times.  

f) Salc – the clerk had attended a clerk’s network day at Salc and councillors were provided with details. 
Cllr Pike had attended a new councillor’s course and provided feedback on this. Cllr Pike advised that the course had been very worthwhile and that she would recommend it to councillors. 

g) Other courses – no other matters to report.

After full discussion it was resolved by all to approve the application with the observation that there should be a gap at the boundary to allow for maintenance.
