Parklands is a suburb in the North East of Christchurch, 10km from the centre of town, & quite close to the beach. It is a typical suburban area with predominantly detached housing on reasonable plots of ground.  Their church and the nearest shops & eating places are just half a km away. 
Local public transport is very good, buses, but they will be leaving 2 cars, so potential house swappers can discuss this.
The ground floor of this detached house was built 40 years ago with a first floor added 20 years later, doubling it’s size. So it is a 2 storey house with a large dining room downstairs & a large lounge upstairs. It has 5 bedrooms, 2 bathrooms with toilets in both.  They have TV & Blue Ray player & subscribe to Mysky which enables you to record programmes of your choice. They also have wireless internet.
