Cllr Ray brought to the councillor’s attention a number of new funding sources. Reports from the Parish Conference held in November have been sent out. There would be an open day at the end of January to do this, details available from the Clerk. Cllr Ray provided the clerk with information about an organisation that can give free planning advice called ‘Planning Aid’. 

Report of Community Police Officer‘  
There have been nine crimes of note in Barningham since the last meeting. These crimes include: Theft – Other. Theft – From Shop Criminal Damage to a vehicle. Burglary – Other Building.  Possession of a class A drug. Criminal damage to for sale sign. GBH.
In the current weather conditions we would urge all people to travel safely and make sure all vehicles are in correct working order before travelling.

Suffolk Safekey is available for both residential and business properties for a small fee per year. It is a service in which you provide a nominated keyholder and in the event of an incident when you are not there, the Police can contact somebody with access to the property.

Suffolk Police are trying to crack down on Rogue Traders. These people con an awful lot of people out of an awful lot of money each year, and unfortunately they seem to prey on the elderly and disabled. We urge you all to check the credentials of anybody that knocks on your door that you do not know. First and foremost, if they say they are calling from a company, they should not mind showing you some form of identification if they are legitimate. Secondly, if they do not have ID and you are still not happy, phone the company they say they are from and ask them if they have people in the area. Most importantly, if you are not happy with the situation at all, phone Suffolk Police and tell us as much detail as possible, i.e. Descriptions and vehicles etc.
