Updates from previous meeting:

RT

· Out of 150 clubs, there have been 10 responses from clubs to work with local schools. Working primarily in South Suffolk, particularly feeders for Farlingaye (5-16 year olds).

Action Plan

RB
· Draft Terms of Reference planned at the Main Board meeting. 
· The Action Plan for funding needs to be applied for by September at the latest. Currently applying for £10,000 with a further Action Plan for the remaining £30,000 to be drawn up next year. (RT – Questions the general understanding of the group of the action plan. Worried that there is not enough time for the group to put together something substantial). Assurance that nothing will be put into the action without the prior consultation with the group via e-mail/phone.
· The “Don’t Be a Coastal Potato” campaign is being heavily promoted throughout local radio stations and using publicity merchandise. Also through Extended Schools.
Youth Games

JL (Pool)
· The Deben Pool facilities have been used for training for the Youth Games. Keen to have as much community involvement as possible.

RB
· Training has been slow, but most teams should be ready by Sunday. 

· Suffolk Coastal Teen Voice is the newly formed Youth Forum covering the whole of the Suffolk Coastal District. Keri Mohan, Young Peoples Co-ordinator for the LSP is leading the project.

· Disability Sport and Leisure Forum – A constitution has been put together and a bank account has been applied for. Awards For All application being completed to sustain activities at Brackenbury. 

· Club Mark – Would be useful to know which clubs are ‘Club Marked’. This needs to be mapped, perhaps a sports club directory. 

· CSA Website – Needs more information. Please e-mail RB with any content.

Club/Group Updates

JL (Rugby)

· Has been working with a number of schools. Ran under 14 years tournament. 

· More changing facilities needed. Questions how the CSA can help. Facilities are already being shared with other groups, however more sharing needs to be done to encourage funding. 

SR (Golf)

· Has been to various schools including St Albans and Farlingaye. Keen to know Farlingaye has new golf kit. Has noted a large amount of interest.  

TIMBER (Thetford Improved Mountain Biking Environment)
· Presentation given into the importance of maintaining mountain bike trails in local forests. Was agreed by the group that TIMBER should have an input into any decisions made by the council into the development of the forest/tracks. 

· AD – Suffolk Coastal developing a ‘Play Stratgey’. Has been suggested that Rendlesham Forest is developed for cycling, however this will probably be part of an outdoor centre. Noted this would also develop tourism. (TIMBER would like to be involved).

· TIMBER note that mountain biking is an Olympic Sport, and funding may be available from British Cycling. 

· IH – Rendlesham currently loosing out riders to Thetford due to poor cycling routes. 

· IH- Prepared to be regional biking representative for the ‘Play Strategy’ outdoor centre. 

DMcD (Kesgrave Tennis)

· Currently running 2 sessions a week at Kesgrave High School for juniors.
· 11 sessions a week for older kids, 4 sessions a week for adults, and wheel chair sessions. 

· Wheel chair sessions struggling due to long distance travel. 

· Club 60th anniversary this year. 
· Would like to increase the number of after school clubs, but limited to timing due to a clash with training within the club. Perhaps to lunchtime sessions. (RT – Suggested morning sessions before school).

· Currently working in: Waldringfield, Burchwood, Beacon Hill.

(Football)
· 70-100 girls in new girls team. 

· Several people currently taking coaching courses.

· Currently struggling for pitch space. 

Wellbeing Group

RT

· Meeting held previous Thursday. Due to the large numbers of people working in ‘Healthy Living’ the aim was to draw links between ‘health groups’ and find common agendas. Sharon Jarrett, Health Improvement Manager for SCDC and PCT is co-ordinating. 

ACTIONS

RT: Aim for all local clubs – where possible – to do work in at least one school. No excuses with funding.
AD: Same plea as RT. Concentrate on holiday time for schools. 

JL (Pool): IS remembered that a community notice board was asked for at the swimming pool. JL to look into it. Board to include notices for wider clubs not only involved in the pool. 

JL (Rugby): Problem is all trainers are volunteers, however would like funding. To consult with RT.
JB: A lot depends upon what happens with planning permission. Currently near full capacity, so can’t do/take much more.
