New Malden is a small Surrey town, with the usual mix of chain store shops (WH Smith, Boots etc.) and supermarkets (Waitrose, Co-Op), a sports centre and a few parks.  There is a good bus service to nearby Kingston and Wimbledon.  The surrounding roads are generally quiet, with mostly residential terraced housing.  The railway station is a quiet & pleasant 10 minute walk, and trains into London (20 minutes away) run frequently.  There is some lovely scenery within a short driving distance (Box Hill, Albury Downs eg) and London is very easy to get to.  This is a great place to holiday offering the best of town & country!
This 1930’s end terrace home is well located being within 5-15 mins walk of a selection of shops & very good eating places. The kitchen and dining room are one large room in farmhouse style with a 7 burner range cooker & china sink, strings of onions (in season!) and hanging dried flowers, together with computer/internet access.  The lounge has a small TV with DVD & video player.  It’s a warm house, and swappers can have an open fire in winter. In summer there are usually cucumber & pepper plants in the adjoining outhouse which require watering please!  
The garden is enclosed, with a small lawn, table & chairs, vegetable beds & a pond which is not fenced, so care must be taken with small children. There is a work cabin at the end of the garden but this is not available to swappers.  The garden gets good sun for most of the day.  There is a small courtyard area which has pots of tomatoes and other edibles growing in summer (which also require some watering!)  The vegetable beds are generally thriving in summer and swappers are welcome to harvest & eat anything that’s ripe.  

The family attend the South West London Vineyard Church, which is very friendly and house swappers will be given a warm welcome. They meet in a school in Putney, about 15 mins drive. More than 200 people meet on Sunday mornings for worship which is contemporary in style, and there is a good mix of activities & meetings for all age groups.
