a) Dog bins 
Meeting opened to the public.  
Reports and Questions

a)  Report from police.  
PCSO Laura Le Surf advised that she had taken over the community role from P C Harris. She would attend the parish council meetings and visit the schools as part of her role. 
PCSO Le Surf advised that there had been no recorded crimes in Worlingham since the last meeting. Cllr Culyer asked if the parish council could also be provided with details of all recoded ‘events’ at each council meeting. 

PCSO Le Surf provided the meeting with details about Police Direct which is a free service open to all residents which would advise residents if crimes, or events occur, about which they may like to be aware. 

The clerk asked PCSO Le Surf for posters for the boards advising residents of her contact details.

d) Items from members of the public
Residents advised that the leaves on Sheridan Walk and Woodland Close do need clearing .  
Meeting closed to public contribution 7.12pm. 
6. Clerks Report and correspondence received. 
Full details as on the clerks report as provided to councillors, with a copy in the minute book attached to the main minutes and in addition comment was made on the following; 

a) P C Harris – it was suggested that a letter of thanks be forwarded to P C Harris for his work in Worlingham over the past few years. 
b) Remembrance Service  - a letter had been received from the church warden complaining at the lack of parish councillors at the Remembrance Day Service. The chairman apologised for not attending as he had been on call for work and the Vice Chairman was ill. Letter of apology to be sent to Churchwarden, explaining these reasons. Letter of thanks to be forwarded to Cllr Duce for laying the wreath on behalf of the council.    
c) Freedom of Information Act – revised rules come into effect on 1st January 2009. Clerk and Cllr Rogers to attend Salc training on 5th December.   

d) WDC – Joint scrutiny committee meeting to be held at the Orbis Energy Centre – Cllr Knights and Cllr Rogers to attend. 

e) Joint meeting with Beccles Town Council – to be held in November/December. Traffic issues will be the first agenda item for the councillors to discuss. 
 Meeting opened again for further public contribution.  
SCC – John Taylor 

a) HGV  ban  –Following comments made at the last parish council meeting some residents had contacted Cllr Taylor about  the possibility of an HGV ban on the Ellough Road. The engineers at SCC advise that if the HGV’s were banned on Ellough Road, they would use the Lowestoft Road, which would be more dangerous. 

Guy McGregor will be visiting the area in due course to discuss traffic issues.  Residents were urged to continue to lobby for a Southern relief Road.  It was suggested that the parish council should write to Mr McGregor and request a southern relief road. 

It was also noted that this matter should be mentioned within the response to the WDC consultation on the Local Development Framework Site Specifics. 

Questions to Cllr Taylor  
a) Cllr Cossey advised that an HGV had gone along Cedar Drive instead of to Ellough, and had become stuck at the dead end. Cllr Taylor agreed to see whether a ‘No through Road’ sign could be placed at the entrance to Cedar Drive.    
Meeting closed for public contribution 
7. Updates from previous meetings. 
a) Play areas 
The Play area group had visited the play areas and had produced a report and 5 year plan of proposed improvements. 
The report also contains  details of matters that require attention now and  a

copy of this will be forwarded to Simon Walker who is responsible for the WDC play areas.   The play area working group noted the lack of facilities for disabled children.  
Winer Diners 

Bluebell Way – Review to take place in March 2009. 
Climbing Frame at All Saints Green – Play area working party to consider the type of apparatus required and report back to a future meeting. 

2nd Goal at All Saints Green play area/ safety surfacing.  

WDC are awaiting the pathway to be finished and they will then be carrying out these works. WDC advise that these works will be in the region of £700. £500 has been granted from Cllr Taylor Locality Grant. It was resolved by all that the parish council should pay the balance of the monies. 

Park Drive    

a) Re second gate – No further forward.  
b) Report suggests that the benches need replacing and that a fun trail could be considered if there is sufficient Section 106 monies. 

It was suggested that perhaps a small nature trail would also be appropriate.     

Woodfield Park drainage. 

Simon Walker had suggested raising the level of the equipment and clerk to ask him to cost out this solution.   
Councillors asked that a pathway to the winer diner be added to the list.

No issues. 
b) Gating Order  
SCC have now confirmed that no payment in advance will be required. They confirm that they will get the process under way. 
c) Parish Plan 
1089 responses had been received and these had now been sent to the data loaders.  
The clerk advised that several people had offered assistance by completing the sheet at the back of the parish plan consultation and a letter of thanks will be sent to them. 
Those offering help with the youth club and activities will be contacted by Cllr Culyer. 

d) Pathway to Primary School 
Works commenced on 27th October 2008. An opening ceremony will be held once it is complete.

A licence will be required from SCC Highways for the works to be carried out.   
f) Activities/events 2008/2009
Xmas Lights – this will be held again in December with the same format as last year. 
Village Fete -   The Middle School have agreed a date of 20th June 2009 for the fete. Both schools are eager to assist. An initial meeting will be held with the schools and the volunteers to get the event progressed. 
St Georges Day Event – Cllr Hammond-Fox advised that she had carried out some research and will liase with the schools, and the church. 
8. Planning 

Applications
DC/08/1246/VOC - Variation of condition from W594/40 – to allow parachuting at Beccles Heliport, Ellough Airfield. 

It was resolved to refuse the application on the grounds of noise pollution and extra traffic movements.  
DC/08/1245/ROC – Removal of condition 2 W594/48 – To allow permanent use for micro light flights at Beccles Heliport, Ellough Airfield.    

It was resolved to approve the application asking for a review in 3 years.  
DC/08/1267/FUL - Kitchen link to  garage with pitched roof over at 24 Brookwood Close by Mr P Dawson. 

It was resolved by all to approve the application. 

Planning Correspondence 
WDC Decisions – Nil 
Letter received from WDC advising that  Sabberton Ltd is appealing over the refusal of WDC to allow the planning application at 3 Lowestoft Road. 

The Site Specific allocations for Beccles are out for consultation. Councillors were provided with a copy of the consultation document. 
9. Reports from meetings attended by councillors

a) WNCB – Cllr Tucker had attended a meeting of the WNCB Cttee. The members are applying for grants to cover publication costs and are asking for more advertisers. The Cttee are also expected to ask the parish council for a donation and this will need to be considered when council looks at its budget for 2009/10. 
Discussion took place about the contribution form North Cove and Barnby who also receive the magazine. It was felt that each parish council should contribute the same amount pro rata its number of residents, and that Worlingham should not subsidise the other 2 parishes. If the WNCB do request a donation, it was suggested that they should supply details of their accounts for the previous 12 months. 

10. Finance
a)  Authorisation of cheques for payment – A full financial summary of the Council balances, and the cheques for payment, was provided for councillors as attached to the main copy of the minutes and cheques as detailed in the Receipts and Payments Book. These were read out to the Council meeting. It was resolved by all that the payments as detailed could be made. 

b) Budgeting for 09/10 – The initial documentation will need to be returned to WDC by 9th December although the clerk has requested an extension to this date as the parish council meeting is scheduled for 9th December. Reply awaited. It was felt that 2 meetings may be required in December, to allow full discussion on the budget. Dates and times to be confirmed.
