a)  Report from police.  
P C Harris had advised the clerk that there had been 3 incidents reported since the last meeting. On 3rd April there had been £61 of goods stolen from the Spar on Hillside Ave. A person had been caught. 

There had been the theft of a pedal cycle at Carlford Court which was a man's silver fox mountain bike. 
There has also been an arson on Ellough Road where some bushes were set on fire in a front garden. The fire brigade had attended. 1 person had been arrested and was due in court in due course.

a) Resident asked whether Council had received the dates of the speed checks that had been mentioned previously – clerk advised that these had taken place once a year in 2006 and 2007. Clerk confirmed that SCC had been asked to monitor on a more frequent basis and with a more permanent piece of equipment.

E mail from SCC re bus shelter was read to the meeting advising that a date for the groundwork’s is awaited. 
7. Matters Arising from previous meetings
a) Play areas 
Play areas for the elderly – Wicksteed brochure providing such equipment shown to councillors.  E mail from Cllr Rogers providing details of costs read to meeting – other parishes had spent approx £15k on such items. 

After discussion Cllr Tucker suggested that a question be put into the parish plan on this matter.  
Winer Diners 

a)  Cost of galvanising existing units – Chairman advised that this is done per weight and he will contact Nikki Childs re the weight of the new units to ascertain costs for the existing units. 
b) The 5 new winer diners are at WDC and we await installation of the concrete pads and the diners. 
c) Cost of placing concrete pads under existing units  - WDC have confirmed that the cost of placing pads under existing units would be £461.65, the same cost as placing under the new units. Existing units are at Werel’s Loke, Woodfield Park, Park Drive and All Saints Green. 
After discussion it was agreed that these would be considered on a rolling programme and that WDC would be asked to put a pad under the existing unit at Woodfield Park first. 

Climbing Frame at All Saints Green – Councillors considered that such a piece of equipment would be useful in this area. Cllr Culyer offered to ascertain costs from 3 different suppliers and to come back to Council at the next meeting. WDC would then need to be approached for permission and to ascertain whether any section 106 monies would be available.    
Seat and Bin at Garden Lane Play Area - Winer/diner at WDC. Await installation and then consider bin. 
Park Drive Gate 
a) Letter still awaited from Mark Kerridge of SCC advising that barriers would not be required, so that RoSPA can see that the matter has been considered.   

b) Re second gate - Tony Rudd at WDC is considering its location. 

Woodfield Park drainage – Mr Harvey advised that Simon Walker had contacted him about the drainage. Mr Harvey had advised Mr Walker of where the drainage went and advised him that the previous ditch had been filled in.  
Werel’s Loke 
a) Section 106 monies – Salc would need to refer to Nalc. Suggest that solicitor could be consulted. It was resolved by all that the matter should be considered by a solicitor and Beccles Town Council to be asked who their solicitor is.    

Bluebell Way – no issues.

Cllr Tucker reported that the questions were now being collated and that the next stage would be for the delivery and collection of the questionnaires.   
c) 4 Towns Bus
Young people – The bus is being re-advertised and it is hoped that attendance will pick up. Posters will be placed in school. Cllr Culyer advised that the bus may not be able to attend on 2 dates and he will approach the Middle School as to the possible use of their hall. 
I T Training – Attendance poor at present. Discussion as to whether the I T should continue. All agreed to discuss again at next meeting as it was being advertised in the May edition of the WNCB.

10. Reports from meetings attended by councillors

a) Cllr Knights had met with Graham Elliott regarding the cycle link to the airfield. Lucy Williams SCC and Sue Bergin Beccles Cycle Strategy had also attended. 

Cllr Knights had discussed the possibility of a pathway going up the Ellough Road. 

It had been suggested at the meeting that the parish council could ask for a 30mph limit along the Ellough Road from Sandpit Lane to Worlingham, and along Sandpit Lane. After full discussion it was resolved by all to ask for 30mph in these 2 areas and also along College Lane. 

b) Cllr Knights had attended the Salc meeting on the boundary review. He advised that there were 5 criteria that needed to be met for any concept to be considered and the initial concepts were presently being submitted. Boundary Commission will then consider the concepts and a consultation will be held from 7th July to 26th September. By the end of the year the findings of the boundary commission will be presented to the government and a decision made. 
Discussion took place about the possible concepts. 

It had been suggested that the Market Towns and parishes met to discuss the concepts once the consultation was public. It was suggested that Salc could ask the boundary commission to a Northern area meeting.
